For the first time in Ocean View School District
(OVSD) history, its five-member Board of Trustees
adopted a resolution proclaiming Public Schools
Week from March 25-29, 2019. The resolution,
which aligned with the second annual nationwide
Public Schools Week, recognized Ocean View’s
public schools as “places where achievement and
relationships matter for all students.” The resolution
also stated that local, state, and federal lawmakers
should prioritize support for strengthening our
nation’s public schools and empower local education
leaders to implement, manage, and lead school
districts in partnership with educators, families,
and other community members.

The district’s Board president, John Briscoe, said,
“We believe it is important to focus attention on the
great things happening in our public schools locally
and throughout our nation. Ocean View is home to
safe, innovative public schools where all students
are valued and where achievement and relationships
really do matter.”

In March, representatives from State Assemblyman
Tyler Diep’s office and State Senator Tom Umberg’s
office attended an Ocean View School Board meeting,
presenting proclamations to the district in support
of Public Schools Week. The assemblyman’s field
representative, Ryan Billings, shared a proclamation

with Board President Briscoe, congratulating the Circle View Elementary, Ocean View School District's
district as it “continues to do great work,” while Gifted and Talented Education magnet and
Senator Umberg’s field representative, Yajaira California Distinguished School, Principal Jessica Haag
Lechuga, expressed the senator’s belief that “we must ~ and third grader, Wrigley Rodak, show off their school spirit
do everything we can to lift up public education.” during “Public Schools Week,” March 25-29, 2019.

“We want to bring attention to public schools,
as well as the students, teachers, and staff who
make them vital components of our communities,”
said Dr. Hansen. “We must all work to ensure that
stable, adequate, and equitable funding is provided
for these schools so that up-to-date resources
and training are available to all learners and
educators.”

Organizations and legislators from throughout
the United States participated in Public Schools
Week. The annual celebration of public schools
is spearheaded nationally by the Learning
First Alliance (LFA), a coalition of 12 national
education organizations representing more than
10 million parents, teachers, administrators,
specialists, School Board members, and teacher
educators. LFA intends to put a spotlight on public
schools, showing what they have to offer and how
community members can get involved to support
the work of their public schools.

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Bullying in Children

Watching your child endure the anguish of bullying can make you feel
helpless and heartbroken, but there are ways to help your child grow from the
experience.

Bullying is unwanted, aggressive behavior among school-aged children,
involving a real or perceived power imbalance. The behavior is repeated, or
has the potential to be repeated, over time. Classifications include: Social
Bullying (publicly embarrassing, alienating target from others), Verbal Bullying
(name calling, degrading language), Cyberbullying (text, apps or online where
people can view or share content), and Physical Bullying (pushing, spitting on,
tripping, etc.)

What if My Child is Being Bullied?

Time is of the essence. Your child may feel ashamed. Watch for the signs of
sadness, stress and withdrawal. Ask direct questions. Talk to your child about
bullying and determine the degree of the bullying. If it is physical, go straight
to school officials — or the authorities, depending on the severity. Physical
bullying is defined as assault. Remind your child that bullying has nothing to do
with them and everything to do with the bully. Meet with school administration.
Show your child you that support them. Find a pediatric therapist who
specializes in helping children who are bullied.

What if My Child is a Bully?

If your child is displaying bullying behaviors, they might be experiencing
anxiety or depression, and have difficulty regulating emotions and behavior.
Try to get to the root of what is bothering your child. Remind your child that
you love them but are disappointed in their choice to transfer their problems
into hurting someone innocent. Seek a pediatric therapist who specializes in
this area. Work with the school on how your child can make amends.

Most children will be touched by bullying in some way. An open and honest
dialogue can make all the difference.

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Impacted Teeth

In regards to teeth “impacted” essentially means that a tooth
has not come through the gums when expected. We often hear
about older teenagers or adults having impacted wisdom teeth,
but other teeth can be impacted, as well — and children can even
have impactions. For children, if a baby tooth does not fall out on
time or if something blocks the permanent tooth’s eruption path,
such as a cyst, the permanent tooth could become impacted.
Sometimes, an impacted tooth can harm the roots of neighboring
teeth. Impacted teeth can also cause crowding, and may cause already erupted
teeth to move into unhealthy positions. Children may find it difficult to bite
or chew, and there can be tenderness or pain. As the teeth become crowded,
appearance is affected, and self-esteem can decline.

Fixing an impacted tooth can range from being relatively simple to
complicated. It all depends on the extent of the problem. Extracting a baby
tooth may be all that is needed to make room for the permanent tooth to erupt
into the proper position. But if an upper jaw is too narrow, it may be necessary
to expand the jaw, which creates more room for permanent teeth to come in.
Other problems might require a combination of oral surgery and orthodontic
treatment to place an attachment on the impacted tooth and the orthodontist
then guides the tooth into the proper position.

Impactions are just one of many reasons the American Association of
Orthodontists (AAO) recommends that children get a screening check-up
with an orthodontist at age 7. By seeing a child during an early check-up while
some baby teeth are still present, I can spot if a problem is developing and
recommend intervention when appropriate rather than waiting for the problem
to fully develop and get worse!

A box of new crayons. A sharp pencil. A fresh nametag on a table with an
empty chair. And, 27 eager children waiting to see the new girl.

Everything was ready that Tuesday morning in late February for the
5 14 year old student who just arrived from Vietnam.

With no English skills but a warm smile and welcoming classmates, the day
unfolded with the usual routines and the new learning. Non-verbal and visual
clues appeared to provide enough support so the child found a spot on the
carpet, a place in line and a space at the lunch tables.

At the end of the day, the little one bounded out the door to the arms of
her dad and chattered and chattered in Vietnamese. It appeared she felt
comfortable, secure and had a successful day!

This scenario repeats itself many times over in the course of the year in
Fountain Valley School District. Thirteen percent (825 students) of our student
population are English Learners (ELs). This year we received students from
Brazil, Portugal, Vietnam, China, Korea and Egypt, to name just a few.

The elementary-aged ELs are immersed in our general education classrooms
where teachers, aides and parents help with their learning. Our middle school-
aged ELs attend a particular middle school in a Newcomer’s Class. One teacher,
many languages and aides are available for their journey in learning English as
well as grade-level content. Our coordinated services with primary language
support results in a high reclassification rate. Our district has a higher
percentage than Orange County and California of ELs who are proficient on the
state testing.

It is a marvel at how skilled our teaching staff is at working with ELs to
provide them with an entirely new cultural experience while lovingly and
patiently immersing them in English and grade-level content. Our teaching
staff has a toolbox full of strategies which are as fresh as a new box of crayons
and as sharp as a pencil.

Measure Q Update

devices on two of the classroom walls that connect to all devices

feature flexible seating so that the classroom can be modified to fit

Hawes Elementary School will also be complete by the end of this school
year, with 100% of their classrooms transformed to 21st century classrooms
along with their library/media center and (STEM) lab on campus.

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Securing Our Campuses

As your board president, I would like to update you about the many ways we
address school safety in our district. We are proud to offer secure campuses
with top-ranked educational programs and award-winning, professional
teachers and staff. Ocean View, where achievement and relationships matter, is
pursuing its largest modernization program in decades thanks to the passage of
Measure R, a $169 million general-obligation bond.

One of several construction projects underway is Phase I of safety fencing
installation. By the start of school in September, the campuses of Westmont,
Village, Circle, Golden, Lake, Hope and Harbour View schools will be enclosed
with one secure entrance during school hours. This means that all visitors to
our campuses will enter through a front entrance when schools are in session.
Phase II of fencing installation takes place next year.

Ocean View introduced the Raptor Visitor and Volunteer Management
System in 2018. The Raptor system, located at all OVSD schools, provides
reliable, instant screening of all visitors and volunteers using a driver’s license
or a passport. All volunteers and visitors are checked against registered-sex-
offender databases in all 50 states. The system works quickly and produces a
temporary badge with the visitor’s photo and location on the campus.

Volunteering in our schools is highly encouraged, and participants become
valued members of the school community. However, we do prioritize safety at
all times, so every volunteer must first apply through our websites and submit
fingerprinting results and current TB status.

As we modernize our campuses, we are adding secure, enclosed bicycle
cages for those students who enjoy riding a bike to school. I always support
physical exercise and the benefits of getting to school via safe school routes in
this way.

These are a few of the comprehensive measures that help secure our
campuses for maximum student learning and achievement.

Cognitive Guided Instruction
Cognitively Guided Instruction, often abbreviated as CGI, is an

approach to teaching mathematics that builds on a child’s natural

problem-solving strategies. CGI identifies specific strategies that
students use to help teachers guide them toward mathematical
understanding.

You may ask what a CGI classroom actually looks like. In my
classroom, I use CGI to introduce a new concept or reinforce a
challenging one. In addition to direct instruction, I also introduce
a CGI problem every week or two.

CGI begins by exploring the story problem. A few students will read the
problem, one at a time, to the class. The class then identifies the question and
the clues that will help them solve the problem. Students can use any method
or strategy to solve the story problem. They can draw a picture, use tools (ruler,
protractor, etc.), use manipulatives, fraction strips, or the digital tools from our
math series to help solve the problem.

They also need to be able to explain their strategy or rationale to a friend or
teacher. They need a picture, an equation, and the answer labeled.

As the students work in their groups, the teacher walks around the
classroom and talks with them about how they are solving the problem. The
teacher is looking for the different strategies and methods that the students are
using. The teacher will draw a red smiley face on papers that have the correct
answer, and also draw hair on the smiley faces of the papers that will be shared
with the class.

Once they have finished, the students who have a smiley face with hair will
then share their rationale on the smartboard. They discuss their method in a

sequential order and will use their picture and equation in their rationale. When

the student is finished, the teacher can highlight any important ideas, or add
some concepts of their own.
